Partly according to that the manufacturers in general started to generate a higher degree
of visibility and traceability, processes and internal analyses to detect any potential use of
these metals.

In our characteristic as a manufacturer, we process a large range of components, coming
from a variety of distributors and manufacturers. F&S is no manufacturer of the used
components, and does not process these materials directly. Momentarily we do not see
ourselves in the position to give a declaration in our name about materials and their
origin. We see it more as our task to make corresponding information and statements of
our suppliers (manufacturers) available.
